- The easiest and best way to handle
grass clippings is to leave them on the
lawn. Set your mower to a height of 2 to 3
inches. This may mean that you will mow
more frequently, but you will save
time by not bagging your grass clippings,
and you will save money by not buying
bags and purchasing stickers to have them
picked up. You will also have healthier grass.

A. To ensure there is enough water for

all uses, including firefighting, the City
enforces year-round watering restrictions.
